Resolution in Support of Health and Human Services

WHEREAS, rising income inequality, a lack of living wage job opportunities, lack of State mental health facilities and lack of affordable housing are factors that contribute to poverty and homelessness; and

WHEREAS, in a democracy, all citizens must have equal access, voice and representation in their government, regardless of socio-economic status; and

WHEREAS, the Humboldt County Democratic Central Committee believes that it is the duty of our democracy to ensure that legislation and policies promote the availability of affordable, safe housing for all; and

WHEREAS, the Department of Health and Human Services provides vital mental health, public health and social services that reduce the impact of poverty on our county; and

WHEREAS, providing programs and services that alleviate hunger, provide safe, supportive housing, sanitary facilities and advance recovery from mental illness and substance abuse is the fiscally and morally responsible way of addressing poverty and alleviating homelessness.
THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Humboldt County Democratic Central Committee supports the Department of Health and Human Services in their efforts to assist all citizens and calls on the Board of Supervisors to protect health and human services programs that serve the mentally ill, those with substance abuse problems, people in poverty and homeless individuals, children and families which helps assure that we remain a civilized society. The Committee also encourages the Board of Supervisors to strengthen and improve access to these services.
